A new academic journal

All correspondence with the Editor and all submissions to the journal must be in electronic format. Articles should be between 6,000 to 8,000 words  and accompanied by a 250 word abstract. References should follow the Chicago Manual of Style, 15th Edition, using the Humanities style. Endnotes should be kept to a minimum.
